It is prohibived. to throw qartage or trash next to the d;,s;:csal
installations provided for such purposes in the service areas.- ALY
such garbage and trash shall be placed inside disposal cormtainers.

The pariing spaces designated as gereral common areas and facilities
in the Declaration are interded for use of autamobiles of cwners and
guests. The Directars may make such rules necessary to govern the use
of any general ‘or any limited common parking arsas by which all ocwners
ard other users shall be bound. Provided, however, no such rule spall
prehibit, restrict, or change & parking assigrment previcusly made to
a it without the written cmsert of the unit cwer.
Vehicular twaffic on the parking areas ard driveway on condomindim
property shall be Iimited to five (3) miles per hour as a safety
precaution. This speed limit shall apply te bicycles, motor scooters,
motoreycles, autamehiles ard Trucks,  No raereational vehicles,
campers, aillers, boats, boap milers, vehicles in dismesair or
similar things may be parked or kegt on condeminium property withoun
the prior written consent of the Board of Directors.

with such rules as dersrmined by the PBoard of Directors is essermial
o the harmenious operation of the facilities.

Section 7. Review of Tnsurance Policies. At least ammually, the Boaxd of

Such records amd THe vouchers adthoriziny the payments shall be available for
expinartion by the apartment owners and mortSigees at oorvenient hours of weekdavs.

Secwion 3. Assessmernt Bpoll. The assessnent rwil shall be rmaintained in a set of
accomting books 1N wilch shere shall De an account TOr each apartTemu.  Suoh acoount
shall des:Lgmte the name ard address of the owner or cWners, the amart of each
assessment against the owners, the dates and amaues In whilch the azssessment cmes
due, the amounts pald upon the acooumt o the balance due on the sSesSmenmts.

Section 4. Pavmenr of Vousmers.,  The Treasurer shall pay all voustiews o to

Immediavely. upon the
sale, morTgage, rental or lease of any aparThent, e apartment owners\shalll promcrly
inform the secTetary or manager of the name and address of said verdes, mortgagee,
lessese, protenant.
