
































Key Information regarding unit owner’'s and tenants insurance needs:

f.  All unit owners should purchase a condominium owner's policy, also
known as an HO-8, in order to provide coverage for items such as
personal property that could include furniture, personal liability,
additional living expenses (in the event the unit in uninhabitable due
to a covered loss), as well as Loss Assessment Coverage.

g. Tenants should have their own renter’s insurance policy.

h. The association master policy carries a deductible. In the event of a
claim, the association may seek to recover that deductible from the unit
owners involved in the claim. Your responsibility for the deductible may
be insured by your individual policy, subject to your own deduclible,
though you may need to add buiiding coverage. Some insurers cover .
the claim under the loss assessment. Ask your personal agent.

An explanation of Personal Property vs. Condo Property is included in the
Definitions at the end of the General Rules and Regulations.

8. PETS
a. Oniy domestic dogs, cats and birds are permitted within the
condominium or any part thereof. A maximum of two pets per unit is
aliowed. Pets are not permitted to run wild and must be kept on a
leash when visible outside of a unit. After the BOD has received two
written complaints for violation of any rule governing pets, the BOD
may require the removal of the pet.

b. Owners are required to follow the laws of Clark County regarding pets.
These include the feash law, registration and inoculation
requirements, noise control, and vicious behavior. Pet owners should
be familiar with these statutes.

C. Any damage caused by a pet to the building, grounds, walkways, or
any part of the common areas or limited common areas, shall be the
full responsibility of the owner of such pet. Any damage caused by
cleaning, chemicals or other such materials used in an attempt to
remedy such damage shall also be the responsibility of said pet owner
or unit owner as specified above. They shall pay the full cost of
restitution, removal and replacement of such damaged items.

d. Owners are required to carry litter bags while walking or exercising
pets and pick up after them.
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e.

All pet trash (sand, litter, paper, excrement, etc.) shall be wrapped in a
plastic bag and sealed tightly before depositing in the garbage
dumpster.

8. VEHICLE USE AND PARKING

a.

The speed limit within Fairway View Condominiums is 10 miles per
hour. If you observe a vehicle exceeding this limit, please record the
license number, the company name, the date and time of the
violation. Refer this information to the PM, including your name and
unit number. Repeated violations will be dealt with by fines and/or
restricting the vehicle from Fairway View Condominium property.

Other than your own vehicle parked in your numbered garage, parking
in the Common Area parking spaces is on a first-come, first-serve
basis for residents and/or their guests.

These Common Area parking spaces are for residents’ second
vehicle and/or their guest’s vehicle on a first-come, first-serve basis.
Vehicles cannot be stored in these common parking spaces. If a
resident/guest vehicle plans to be parked for more than 14 days, the
BOD requires the unit owner to request permission in writing, stating
the type of vehicle and dates of the storage.

Condo vehicle identification stickers can be obtained from the Condo
BOD.

Unit owners are asked not to use their numbered garage for storage
in a manner that interferes with the parking of their primary vehicle.

Vehicles are not permitted to park in front of garages and in areas not
specifically marked as a parking space.

Only vehicles that are operable and currently licensed may be parked
in a Common Area Parking space. Vehicles in violation wilt be towed
at owner's expense,

Use of the Common Area parking spaces is limited to one owned
vehicle per unit.

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VEHICLE REPAIRS

a.

Preventative or minor maintenance is allowed in a unit’s numbered
garage.

Residents are warned that it is a violation of the laws of the State of
Washington to dispose of crank case oil in a caich basin. Used
engine oil can be disposed of by putting it in a leak-proof container
and setting it beside the recycle bins and marking it “USED OIL".

RECREATIONAL & OTHER TYPE VEHICLES

a. A trailer, truck camper, motorcycle, boat, boat trailer, motor home or
any other type of recreational vehicle is not allowed to be parked on
any portion of the condominium common area except for loading and
unloading; and never overnight. :

MISCELLANEOUS

a. Smoking materials will not be extinguished, thrown, or discarded in or
on any parking areas, walkways, or common areas.

b. Exterior lighting will not be instalied or maintained on any unit, and no
antennas or transmitting towers shall be affixed to the common or
limited common areas.

C. For security purposes exterior and foyer lights must be left on except
during daylight hours. Burned out bulbs are to be reported to the PM.

d. Maintenance personnel, BOD or the PM must never be asked to do
any work inside a unit.

e. Noxious or offensive activities will not be carried on in any

condominium. Unit occupants shall exercise extreme care not to
make noises which may disturb other unit occupants, including the
use of musical instruments, radios, television, and amplifiers. No
untawful use shall be made of the condominium or any part thereof,
and all valid laws, zoning ordinances, and regulations of all
governmental bodies having jurisdiction thereof shall be observed.

SAFETY AND SECURITY

1. The Association belongs to the Neighborhood Watch Program. Please
get acquainted with your Area Captain. Report any suspicious activity,
disturbances, or persons trespassing on Fairway View Condominium
property by calling ©11. The PM should also be informed ASAP. A new
Neighbor Watch (“If | don’t call the police, my neighbor will") Yellow
window sign/sticker can be obtained from the club house office.

2. Door-to-door soliciting is against the rules of the condominium and local
ordinances. Politely ask the person(s) to leave the property and report
the incident to your block-watch captain.

3 Do not leave decorative lighting or lights on holiday trees burning when
you are nhot present. Exterior decorations or lights should be removed
within 10 days after a holiday. :

4 If you are going to be away, tell a neighbor, friend, or relative where
you can be reached in an emergency and when you are expected to
return. You might elect to provide your neighbor with a key to your unit.
The Board suggests at least a 56 degree temperature be maintained in
every unit, and electrical service must be operating at all times.

MONTHLY ASSESSMENTS
The methodology used in establishing the monthly dues is tied to the
dollar value of each unit model, established by the developer, and
then filed with Clark County in 1982. All units of like models are
assessed dues in the same amount. For example, all owners of a
Barrington Model pay the same dues, and all owners of an Augusta
Model pay the same dues. Each model assessment relates to the
total value of all 128 units. ($7,741,400.)

a. Assessment fee payments are due and payable on the FIRST of
gach month and are delinquent if not received in the offices of the
PM by the 10" of the month. A late fee charge of 10% of the monthly
assessment will be levied against the unit owner for accounts past due
as of the 11" of each month. This late fee charge will be treated in
the same manner as a special assessment and/or maintenance fee
charge and will be collectable through procedures established by the
BOD. The BOD, in its discretion, may waive the imposition of a late
fee, on a case by case basis. An automatic monthly payment from
your local checking account can be arranged with the PM for easy, on
time and efficient payments
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b. Owners will be given written notice of past due accounts 30 days past
due. W accounts remain unpaid for a period of 80 days, a notice of
lien will be given. If the account is not brought current within 80 days
of the due date, a lien will be filed against the unit for non-payment of
maintenance fees and/or late fees and/or special assessments and/or
fines. Owners will be responsibie for costs incurred in connection with
filing liens, judgments and/or foreclosures, filing fees, recording costs,
including, but not limited to, filing fees, recording costs, lien
preparation, interest, attorneys, and court costs, efc. These costs will
be treated as special assessments against the unit and must be paid
prior to a lien being removed.

C. Assessments are collected and used for the Association’s
Operating Expenses: water, sewer, irrigation, common area lighting,
electrical service, trash collection, hazard insurance, and
management fees . Assessments are also for Capital Expenses of
periodic maintenance and improvements such as painting,
landscaping, roofs, siding, guiters, private street and sidewalks,
drainage, decks, patios, etc.

d. All Condo owners also pay the Village Association a yearly dues fee
that pays for the operation and maintenance of the Club House,
swimming pool and Village common areas ( page 19, Village
Information).

J. BOARD MEETINGS

a. The regular monthly BOD meeting dates are set by the BOD. An
Agenda stating time and place for the upcoming regular meeting is
delivered to the owners at least three days prior to the meeting.

Meeting information is also printed in the monthly Villager
newsletter.
The meetings are generally held in the Village Clubhouse.

b. The Annual BOD Meeting is held in October of each year to adopt

the annual budget, elect new Board members, and transact any
other Board business.
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C. Special BOD meetings can be called when necessary and owners
are notified at least three days prior.

d. . Emergency BOD meetings can be called when necessary and do not
require the three day notice.

FAIRWAY VILLAGE SWIMMING POOL RULES

PRIVATE POOL: FOR HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION MEMBERS
AND GUESTS ONLY. ALL POOL USERS MUST SIGN IN ON SHEET
LOCATED AT LOCKER ROOM EAST EXIT DOOR.

Guests: (adults and children) must be accompanied by a Homeowner
Association member at all times.

Pool Hours: 6:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.

Children under 18. 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

and 4:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. (hours are subject to change)

All persons are required to take a cleansing shower before entering the pool.

No food, glass containers or alcoholic beverages will be allowed in the pool
area.

No running, racing, or roughhousing will be allowed.

Gates to pool and doors to dressing rooms must be locked at all times. Keys
to the facility must never be loaned to a guest at any time.

Members are responsible for the conduct and safety of their guests. Please
limit your guests to four.

Children who are not toilet trained are not allowed in the pool or pool area.
No cutoffs or street clothes are to be worn by swimmers.

No person with a communicable disease or with a bandage of any kind is
allowed in the pool

Life saving equipment is to be used only in emergencies.

No pets allowed in the pool area or locker rooms.

No large floating devices are allowed in the pool, such as air matiresses,
rafts, large inner tubes, or swim fins. No large balis or toys. Life rings and

noodles are permitted. The Clubhouse Committee and the FVHA Board of
Directors will make the final determination on the use of toys in the pool.
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14. Members and guests are obligated to comply with all Fairway Village
Swimming Pool Rules and Washingion State Pool Regulations. Violations
of these rules will be reported to the Board of Directors of Fairway Village
Homeowners Association.

Please help keep the pool area and furniture clean and set up in an orderly fashion.
There is no lifeguard on duty. All personnel using these facilities do so at their own

risk.

Do not disconnect pool sweep or place pool sweep on deck. it must stay in water.

Please assist the Pool Commitiee and their assistants with the above.

FAIRWAY VILLAGE GUEST AND HOUSE SITTING RULES

A.

Visits of a guest under 18 years of age are limited to

30 days in a calendar year. Beyond 30 days a variance must
be obtained from the BOD which can be for no more than an
additional 30 days.

Visits by a guest 18 years or older, or a stay of 30 days or less
requires no formal notification to the BOD. For a stay longer than 30
days, a variance request must be submitted to the BOD, prior to the
end of the first 30 days. Each request for a variance cannot exceed
an additional 30 days, making a total of 60 days, providing the
variance is approved. After 60 days, the over 18 guest will be subject
to all FVCA (Condo) and FVYHOA (Village) assessments as an
Associate Member of both Associations.

Except for public golfing facilities, guests may not use any Association
facility (clubhouse/pool) unless accompanied by a qualified owner.
Under no circumstance may a clubhouse key be given or loaned fo a
guest. Guesis are subject to all rules and regulations govemning the
Fairway Village Community.
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D. House Sitters
House sitters during the absence of the owner must be 55 years of
age or older unless granted a variance by the BOD. House sitters
must be registered with the BOD, including beginning and
ending dates of service. A variance is required for house sitting
service longer than 60 days. House sitiers have the same
status as guests. A house sitter may not be a renter, lessee or sub-
lessee.

Fairway Village HOA Yearly Association Dues
Each Condo resident is billed once a year for their Village dues.
There are 696 Homes and 128 Condo apartments in the entire
Viltage. All proprietary members (house and condo owners) are assessed
equally each year. Each individual person living in either a home or a condo
pays the same yearly dues. The Condo owners (128 units) make up 15% of
the Village Association vote.
This once a year assessment is used o pay the office staff, operate and
maintain the Club House, swimming pool, Village Common Grounds,
etcetera.

The Condo Board consists of five persons. Chairman, Treasurer,
Secretary, and two directors. All Directors are elected for two year

DIRECTORS terms. Staggered positions insure a smooth transition of officers.

The officers’ positions are selected each year by vote of the BOD.
The nine person Village BOD governs the entire Fairways Village of
824 units (696 Homes and 128 Condos) on 250 acres.

Association.

Every occupant who is not an owner, but who has been
approved by the BOD for occupancy is an Associate Member of
both the Village HOA and the Condo Association.

| Occupant shall mean any person actually residing in any unit within

the Fairway Village Community, but does not include a guest or
sitter.

The Condo Architectural Review Committee (ARC) reviews all Condo
owners’ requests for Additions and Alterations of their unit.

The Village HOA Architectural Commitiee reviews some

Condo requests for concurrence with the Village Rules.

Rules adopted by the Condo Association for the government of its
members. The Bylaws are recorded in Clark County, Washington, as
Schedule “E” of the CC&R’s.

(#9108040047 & 48 are the most current Bylaws, recorded in September, 1991)

Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions are the rules that govern
our Condo community. You should have received a copy

from the seller of your unit or your escrowftitle company before or at
the time of purchase.
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The first set of Condo CC&R’s are recorded under #8206250208, June 25, 1982
Clark County, WA.)

The most current set (#8905110002) was recorded in May, 1989.

The Condo Board suggests you obtain a copy of the Village HOA BYLAWS &
CC&R’s that govern the entire Fairways Village Community (homes and condos).
You can obfain a set at the Village Clubhouse Office.

COMMON The Condo Common Area is basically everything outside of your

unit. The lawns, parking lot, sidewalks, private street and all the
buildings’ exterior walls and roofs are Common Area elements.

“Limited” means that only one unit has the right of use and the
responsibility for a specific area. Examples of Limited Common Area
elements are the patio/deck and your numbered garage.

The hallway/tobby of each Condo building is a Common Area and is
the responsibility of the Association. it is a generally accepted practice
that the owners in each building clean and vacuum their foyer and
stairways frequently. Carpets are cleaned as needed.

Charge is $12.00 deposit per key with an $11.00 refund when key
is returned. To replace a lost key, $25.00 is charged. Keys can be
purchased in the Village Clubhouse office. '

(Residents that paid $6.00 per key will receive a $5.00 refund.)

Please, do not lend your key to anyone.

There are a few units that are “grandfathered” as Condo rentat
properties. When a rental unit changes ownership,

it must be occupied by the new owner.” The property can no
longer be a rental after the new owner takes possession.

*A unit acquired by inheritance may be rented for no more than one
year after transfer of the unit to the heir.

Renters have no vote in the Village or Condo Associations.

A Condo apt/unit owner shall furnish a Resale Certificate to the
purchaser pefore execution of any contract for sale of a unit, or
otherwise before conveyance, except in the case of a sale where
delivery of a public offering statement is required, etc. (see
Washington State RCW).

(This is only part of Sect. 64.34.425 pertaining to what the seller is
instructed to offer the buyer, by law, before the sale is executed.)

There are Bulletin Boards in the clubhouse. All Condo
and Village Agendas, Minutes and Notice of meetings are posted.
Residents are encouraged to review the boards.

DIRECTORY A Fairway Village Directory is available in the clubhouse office.

This Directory includes ali Village residents’ names (Condo and
Homeowners), addresses, phone numbers, and Neighborhood
Watch Captains. Information from the Village Directory shouid not
be given to anyone other than a Village resident.

The 9 hole, par 34 golf course and the Golf Shop are available for
both public and Village resident use. Golf carts are availabie for
rent. A copy of the Golf Course Rules may be obtained in the

club house office.

OVERNIGHT A three day unoccupied RV vehicle parking permit for the
CLUBHOUSE club house parking lot may be obtained from the Village office.

Voting occurs during the Annual Meetings in QOctober of both the
Condo and the Village Associations. Voting is done by mail.
Each Condo unit has one vote in each of the Associations.
Baliots or Proxies will be delivered to each unit m ample time to
vote by mail. Absentee ballots and instructions are available in the
Village club house office.
